State Championship Results
Four state championship matches were conducted at the Yankton Sharpshooter range during the month of August.  

The NRA Smallbore Rifle Prone match was held on Saturday, August 15.   Six participants took part in the match during the day-long event.  Match winner and state champion was James Schwarz of Brandon, South Dakota.  George Cwach placed second overall.
On Saturday, August 28th two championship matches were conducted.  At 10:00 a.m. seven shooters took the line in the NRA Highpower Sporting Rifle Match.  Match winner and State Champion was George Cwach with a 294-7x out of a possible score of 320.  Second place was a tie between Robert Hartinger of Aurora, SD and Bruce Plate of Vermillion.  Bob Hartinger took runner up with a score of 290-10x to outgun Plate who had a 3X.
The second match of the day began at 1:00 with eleven shooters.  This was the State Championship CMP M1 Garand match.  The shooters had to contend with a strong southerly crosswind which reflected in the scores.  Of the eleven shooters, only two did not fire a miss in the Off-Hand stage of the match.

Match winner and State Champion status went to Jeff Hatch of Wentworth, SD with a score of 257 -3X.  Ken Ryan of Vermillion was the runner-up with a 256-5X. An interesting note, each of the place winners from 3rd through 6th were separated by only one point.

On Sunday, August 29th the NRA State Championship Highpower match was held.  There were 10 participants in the event which saw Rick Zolnowsky of Winner, SD crowned as the State Champion with a score of 754-12X. George Cwach was named runner-up with a score of 742-11X.
The goals of this club are to promote safe, organized rifle and handgun shooting among citizens of the United States resident in our community, with a view toward a better knowledge on the part of such citizens in the safe handling and proper care of firearms, as well as improved marksmanship.

Make your plans now to get in some of that necessary shooting and sight-in activities prior to hunting seasons.  An early reminder; the Federal Bureau of Prisons will be using our range the week of October 4th through the 8th.  During that week the Federal Prison will have exclusive of the range and no one will be allowed on site other than their employees.

Elections Season has Begun
As NRA members you will soon receive the list of endorsements on state and national candidates. Whether you know it or not, you have input into the NRA endorsement and grading system.  In June, Darrin Goens, the NRA-ILA representative for South Dakota met with members of the board of directors of the South Dakota Shooting Sports Association and reviewed the voting records and NRA survey answers of each candidate for state offices. A misconception that people have is that the NRA endorses candidates of only one political party.  The NRA’s official stance is that it is a non-partisan organization with its main objective to support the Second Amendment.  

When the decision is made on “grading” and  endorsements the #1 factor is the voting record of the candidate on second amendment issues.  If an incumbent has a strong voting record on issues important to the NRA they will receive high marks.  If an incumbent and the challenger both have good voting records they may receive identical grades.  If a challenger has no voting record, their grade is weighed heavily on their answers to the NRA survey that all candidates receive.  Another question that NRA members have is; Why is there no grade given to a candidate?  This happens when a candidate fails to complete and return the survey.  In the past we have seen challengers against an incumbent who has a terrible voting record that receive no grade. This occurs when the challenger does not complete the survey.  

As a recap; the grade that a candidate receives is based solely on their support of second amendment issues. It has noting to do with support for public schools, sales tax, women’s rights or recognizing the local rodeo queen. The bottom line to the voter is making a choice based on all the issues.
EPA Denies Ammo Ban Petition

If you provided your e-mail address to the NRA or South Dakota Shootings Sports you may have seen an urgent message regarding a petition from the Center for Biological Diversity asking the EPA to ban the use of lead in ammunition.
As of August 27th, the EPA agreed with the position of the NRA and the firearms industry.  The agency explained in a news release that it “does not have the legal authority to regulate this type of product under the Toxic Substances Control Act”. Because the EPA has no power to regulate ammunition, it will not move ahead with a public comment period on the petition. However, a comment period will remain open until September 15 on the other part of the petition, which asks the EPA to ban the use of lead in fishing sinkers.
Current Administration Reverses Decision and Forbids Sale of 850,000 Antique Rifles
The Obama administration approved the sale of American made rifles last year with the South Korean government. But, in March it reversed course and banned the sale of 87,310 M1 Garands and 770,160 M1 carbines.  A State Department spokesman said the decision was based on concerns that the guns could fall into the wrong hands.  Gun control advocates praised the Obama administration for taking security seriously. According to the ATF it would normally be legal to import the M1s because they are more than 50 years old and qualify as “curios or relics”.  Because  South Korea was given the guns by the U.S., the State Department must first grant permission for the any sale.  Ed note: Don’t forget who is the Secretary of State.
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
